B.C. (first stone toolmakers) until about 10,000 B.C.

* A. African Beginnings —pieces of bone embedded in
ancient rock in Tanzania

1. 1959 Mary and Louis Leakey found bones that
belonged to humanlike primates

2. 1974 Donald Johanson found part of skeleton in
Ethiopia, named it Lucy

Paleolithic people lived in small hunting and food-
gathering eroups of about 20 or 30 people. (men —
hunted and fished, women-gathered berries, fruit,

and wood

glaciers spread and people invented clothing out of
animal skins b

A. Animism — belief that spiritual forces might reside in
animals, objects, or dreams

1.  Cave paintings found which depict animals and stick figures —
may have been part of spiritual rituals

Statues found that depicted earth - mother goddesses
Towards the end of the Old Stone Age people began burying
their dead which signified a belief in the afterlife
